The show will be held under Equine Canada rules.

The Show Committee reserves the right to cancel or combine
any class not filled to satisfaction: where upon exhibitors
shall be notified as soon as possible after closure of entries.

All contestants will adhere to the rules and decisions of the
judge. If any questions or dispute should arise, it shall be
referred to the horse show organizer whose decision is final.

Numbers and ASTM approved riding helmets must be worn
at all times, including in the warm-up ring and all English and
Western Classes. Proper riding boots must be worn.

An exhibitor using the wrong number (or no number) in the
ring maybe excused from the class or may be disqualified in
the event of a subsequent protest ..

No person other than officials, attendants on duty, and the
judge may enter the ring without permission of the
management.

Inhumane and/or abusive treatment of horses will not be
tolerated.

All competitors must be current Horse Council BC members.
A photocopy of your current membership card MUST be
attached to your entry. Numbers will not be given out without
proof of valid HCBC membership.

Walk/Trot Riders cannot cross entry with any other mounted
division.

Reining Classes — two handed permitted with any legal bit.
Day Rates apply per horse and rider combination.

The waiver form must be signed by all riders.

Riders under the age of 19 must have their parents or
guardians sign as well.

- Judged on time and accurate completion of the course;
time penalties will be added to any faults occurred in the
course. Horses will be faulted for any knockdowns or
refusals of fences.
- Will include a timed Jump off for those who have a
clear first round.

21. Miniature Horse Trail is open to all Miniature Horses at
least 1 year old.
- Timed event; time penalties will be added to any faults
occurred in the course.
- Judged on the manner of horse's performance through
the correctly completed course.

22. Due to the nature of our show and the broad range of
abilities of our exhibitors Stallions are not permitted.
